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Franklin REC crews continue 
to rebuild line each month and 
contractors will begin rebuilding 
the lines marked below over the 
next few months.

Contractors will be working on lines in 
Morgan Township -- 1 1/2 miles south of 130th Street 
on Wright Avenue, 1/2 mile south of 130th Street on 
Balsam Avenue, two miles south of 130th Street on 
Cardinal Avenue, and 1/2 mile south of 90th Street on 
Fir Avenue. In Hamilton Township, three miles south 
of 120th Street on Heather Avenue and in Oakland 
Township one mile north of 30th Street and 1/2 mile 
south of 30th Street on Balsam Avenue.
