      It shall be the duty of the board of directors to 
appoint, not less than thirty (30) days, nor more than 
one hundred twenty (120) days, before the date of a 
meeting of the members at which Directors are to be 
elected, committees on nominations consisting of at 
least three (3) persons. At least one (1) nominating 
committeeman is to be selected from each district from 
which a director is to be elected. No officer or mem-
ber of the Board shall be appointed a member of the 
committee.The committee shall prepare and post at the 
principal office of the Cooperative at least thirty (30) 
days before the meeting, a list of nominations for Di-
rectors. Such nominations shall be made by districts as 
herein prescribed to succeed the Directors whose terms 

will expire at the meeting of members for which such 
nominations are made, and the members so nomi-
nated shall be bona fide residents of the district from 
which they are nominated. Any fifteen (15) or more 
members may take other nominations in writing over 
their signatures not less than twenty (20) days prior 
to the meeting and the secretary shall post the same at 
the place where the list of nominations made by the 
committee is posted The secretary shall mail with the 
notice of meeting a statement of the number of direc-
tors to be elected and showing separately the list of  
nominations made by the committee on nominations 
and the nominations made by petition, if any.
